SPECIAL CONDITIONS

ARTICLE 1 – PURPOSE OF THE AGREEMENT

1.1
The University will provide the Participant with travel support for the purpose of implementing traineeships as part of Erasmus+ programme. 

1.2
The Participant accepts the conditions of support set out in article 3 and undertakes to implement the mobility programme agreed in Appendix I in order to complete the traineeships. 

1.3
Amendments or additions to the Agreement shall be agreed by both parties to this Agreement and made in writing in the form of an annex or unilateral notification of the Participant of the change (notification by traditional mail or e-mail). The change shall be confirmed by the Participant in the form of a signature on the annex or notification to the University of acceptance of the changed terms of support by traditional mail or e-mail.
ARTICLE 2 – DURATION OF THE AGREEMENT, DURATION OF MOBILITY

2.1
The Agreement shall enter into force on the date of its signature by the last party.

2.2
The period of mobility should begin ................ and finish ................

The starting date of the mobility period shall be the date of the first day of the traineeship at the host institution when the Participant should be physically present at the host institution. 

The finish date of the mobility period shall be the date of the last day of traineeship at the host institution when the Participant should be physically present at the host institution.

2.3
The Participant will receive a scholarship from EU funds for a period of ...  months and .... days.
2.4 
Total duration of the mobility period, including participation in previous Erasmus programme activities (so-called "mobility capital") may not exceed 12 months in a given study cycle, including stays with a zero scholarship.

2.5 
Application for an extension of the period of stay within the limits set out in article 2.4 should be submitted to the sending University at least one month before the end of the mobility period. If the sending University agrees to an extension of the mobility period, this Agreement shall be annexed to the relevant extent. 

2.6
The actual dates of starting and finishing the mobility period have to be specified in the "Credit score" or "Traineeship certificate" (or certificate of duration of stay) issued by the host organisation.

ARTICLE 3 – INDIVIDUAL SUPPORT (SCHOLARSHIP) 

3.1
The scholarship will be calculated in accordance with the funding rules set out in the Erasmus+ Programme Guide. 
3.2
The Participant will receive a scholarship from the EU's Erasmus+ programme for the following number of days: ..... of the physical mobility.

3.3
The total amount of a scholarship for the mobility period is ... EUR, which consists of:

- in the case of long-term mobility: ... EUR per month and ...  EUR for days not adding up to a full month;

The final amount for the entire period of funded mobility will be determined in the Erasmus+ mobility management system (by multiplying the number of days/months agreed in article 2.3 by the applicable monthly rate for the host country mentioned in article 3.1. In the case of incomplete months, the amount of the scholarship shall be calculated by multiplying the number of days in an incomplete month by 1/30 of this rate). 
3.5
Reimbursement of costs incurred in connection with inclusion support or high travel costs, where applicable, shall be made on the basis of financial evidence provided by the Participant confirming the additional costs incurred.
3.6
The scholarship may not cover the same costs previously financed by European Union funds. 
3.7
Provided that article 3.9 is not infringed and the Participant pursues the traineeship programme agreed in Appendix I, other funding, including income from activities not in conflict with the traineeship, shall be acceptable. 
3.8 
Reimbursement of the additional costs incurred in connection with a disability, where applicable, shall be based on the financial evidence provided by the Participant confirming the payment of additional costs up to the amount specified in the decision granting the additional disability support (reimbursement of the actual costs incurred). 
3.9
The Participant certifies that, for the financing period specified in this Agreement, has not received any other funding from European Union funds to cover similar costs. 
3.10
All or part of the scholarship is recoverable if the Participant fails to comply with the terms of the Agreement. If the Participant completes the stay earlier than agreed in the agreement, and other conditions of the agreement are met, the reimbursement of the part of the scholarship proportional to the shortened stay will be required. Reimbursement will not be required only if the Participant was unable to complete the planned activities abroad described in Appendix I due to "force majeure", in which case the Participant will be entitled to receive at least an amount proportional to the actual duration of the mobility and the remainder of the scholarship will be recoverable. Such cases must be submitted by the University to the Erasmus+ National Agency and require an approval of the Erasmus+ National Agency.
ARTICLE 4 – PAYMENT CONDITIONS

4.1
An advance payment of 70% of the amount referred to in article 3 shall be made within 30 days of the date of signature of the agreement by both parties or upon receipt by the sending University the confirmation of arrival at the host organisation but no later than the date of commencement of the mobility period. In the event that the Participant does not provide the required documents within the time limit set by the University, a later advance payment is exceptionally permissible. 

4.2
If the payment referred to in article 4.1 is less than 100% of the maximum amount of the funding, the Participant's submission of an individual trip report (scholarship survey) in the online system indicated by the sending University (online EU survey) and the submission of a second language proficiency test shall be treated as the Participant's request for payment of the remaining amount of the scholarship. The university has 45 calendar days to pay the remaining amount or issue a return order, if such return is due.

ARTICLE 5 – INSURANCE

5.1
The Participant shall have appropriate insurance, which he will buy at his own expense.  The Participant declares that they have been informed of the reasonability of purchasing an accident insurance and liability insurance. 

5.2 
Confirmation of the concluded health insurance will be attached to this agreement. The mobility Participant acknowledges that they must have a health insurance (European Health Insurance Card - EHIC) for the duration of their stay in the destination country. It is recommended that the Participant purchase additional private insurance covering the costs of possible additional medical interventions or transport to the country.

Civil liability insurance for the period of mobility is compulsory. ARTICLE 6 – ONLINE LANGUAGE SUPPORT 

6.1.
Before and at the end of the mobility period, the Participant must complete the OLS language proficiency test. Completing a language proficiency test before leaving is a prerequisite for going on a scholarship, except in justified cases.   
6.2
The Participant will participate in an online course on language .................. and will start it immediately after receiving the license. The Participant undertakes to use the license for its intended purpose during the period between the two online language proficiency tests. The Participant shall immediately inform the coordinator at the sending University if they are unable to attend the on-line language course for which he/she has been granted a licence.
6.3

ARTICLE 7 – INDIVIDUAL TRIP REPORT online EU survey
7.1
The Participant shall complete an individual report online EU survey no later than 30 days from the date of receipt of a formal notice for its submission. The Participant who fails to submit the trip report may be called by the University to repay in full or in part the EU scholarship received. 
7.2
The Participant may be asked to submit a supplementary report - an online survey on the issue of recognition.  

ARTICLE 8 – PERSONAL DATA PROTECTION

8.1
The sending organisation shall provide participants with an appropriate privacy statement regarding the processing of their personal data before they are integrated into Erasmus+ electronic mobility management systems.  

ARTICLE 9 – APPLICABLE LAW AND JUDICIAL JURISDICTION
8.1
This Agreement shall be governed by the Polish law.

In the event of a dispute between the University and the Participant concerning the interpretation, implementation or validity of this agreement – if it cannot be settled amicably – the exclusive jurisdiction to settle the dispute lies with the competent general court.

Appendix II

GENERAL CONDITIONS

Article 1: Liability

Each party to this agreement shall release the other party from all civil liability for any damage suffered by it or its personnel as a result of the performance of this agreement, provided that such damage does not result from serious or intentional misconduct by the other party or its personnel.

The Polish National Agency, the European Commission or their staff shall not be liable in the event of claims arising from the implementation of this agreement concerning any damage caused during the implementation of the mobility period. As a result, the Polish National Agency or the European Commission shall not consider any claims for compensation or reimbursement accompanying such a claim. 

Article 2: Termination of the agreement

If the Participant fails to comply with their obligations under this Agreement and regardless of the consequences provided for under applicable law, the University is entitled to terminate or cancel the agreement without further legal formalities if the Participant fails to take action within one month of receiving the notification sent by registered letter.

If the Participant terminates the agreement before its end date or fails to comply with the provisions of the agreement, they will be obliged to return the amount of the scholarship paid.

In the event of termination of the Agreement by the Participant due to "force majeure", i.e. an unforeseeable, exceptional situation or event beyond the Participant's control which is not the result of his or her error or negligence, the Participant shall be entitled to receive a scholarship amount corresponding at least to the actual duration of the mobility period. Any remaining funds will be recoverable.

Article 3: Data protection

Any personal data contained in this agreement shall be processed in accordance with the Regulation (EC) no. 2018/1725 of the European Parliament and of the Council on the protection of individuals with regard to the processing of personal data by EU institutions and bodies and on the free movement of such data. This data shall be processed only in connection with the implementation of the agreement and the dissemination of the results obtained after its termination by the sending University, the National Agency and the European Commission, taking into account the need to transfer the data to the relevant services responsible for control and audit in accordance with EU legislation
 (The European Court of Auditors or The European Anti-Fraud Office (OLAF)).

Upon written request, the Participant may access their personal data and correct incorrect or incomplete information. Any questions regarding the processing of personal data should be addressed to the sending University and/or National Agency. The Participant may lodge a complaint regarding the processing of personal data with the European Data Protection Supervisor in relation to the use of such data by the European Commission.

Article 4: Checks and audits
The parties to the agreement undertake to provide any detailed information required by the European Commission, the Polish National Agency or any other external body authorised by the European Commission or the Polish National Agency in order to verify that the mobility period and the provisions of the agreement are being properly implemented.
