of the course
	The purpose of the clerkship in the Intensive Care Unit is:

• getting acquainted with the work organization of the Intensive Care Unit, including keeping records, the rules of referral to treatment in other Wards (hospitals), adjudication of temporary incapacity to work, issuing a death certificate,

• broadening the knowledge about emergency (intensive) states, planning appropriate diagnostics (laboratory and radiological),

• student participation in admitting patients for treatment in the Intensive Care Unit,

• improving the ability to deal with serious emergencies and life-threatening conditions (participation in resuscitation / resuscitation),

• student's participation in medical briefings.

The purpose of the clerkship in the Surgical Department is:

• getting acquainted with the work organization of the Surgery Department, including keeping records, admission rules, referral to treatment in other Departments (hospitals), adjudication of temporary incapacity to work, discharge other medical documentation (e.g. referral for outpatient treatment).

• learning about the types of surgical instruments and apparatus used in Surgical Departments.

• improving the skills of medical examination and planning diagnostic procedures - especially in emergency ("acute") conditions. Mastering the rules of dealing with fractures and burns. Getting to know the rules of qualifying for surgical treatment.

• mastering the principles of asepsis and antisepsis, in particular the techniques of washing for surgical procedures and preparation of the operating field.

• acquiring the skills of applying dressings to wounds, performing minor surgical procedures, eg inserting and removing sutures, inserting a urinary catheter, learning the rules and methods of local anesthesia.

• broadening the knowledge about emergency conditions, planning appropriate diagnostics (laboratory and radiological).

• student participation in admitting patients for treatment at the Surgical Department.

• student's participation in medical celebrations and briefings.
