	Assumptions and aims 
of the course
	The main objective of the course is students equipment with the knowledge about: health hazards (acute, subacute and chronic poisonings, accumulation in the organism, distant effects - mutagenic, carcinogenic and teratogenic, civilizative and occupational diseases) created by various chemical substances to which human may be exposed at the everyday life and at occupational conditions; the relationship between chemical pollution of the natural environment  and food, and the health; symptoms of poisonings with various toxic substances, including especially substances which are the most common cause of poisonings (alcohols and other organic solvents, drugs, psychoactive substances, carbon monoxide and other gases, pesticides, nitrates (III), heavy metals, animal and plant toxins, mushrooms); rules of poisonings diagnostics; rules of causal treatment of poisonings (dependent on the route of poisoning) and antidotes (specific and nonspecific) used in the poisonings treatment.
The student should be able to: estimate a toxicological risk, depending on the age and state of health; diagnose most often poisonings (based on clinical symptoms, a detailed medical history and laboratory tests); select biological material for toxicological tests; correctly interpret results of toxicological tests; choose appropriate procedures in the causal treatment of poisonings (dependent on the route of poisoning), including indication of appropriate antidotes; preventing poisonings.


	Didactic methods


	- providing knowledge in a form of a lecture
- consultation (both regular and organized in individual cases); hours of regular consultations (once a week for 1 hour) are established taking into consideration didactic schedule of students and teachers; individual consultations are set dependent on students’ needs, taking into consideration duties of teachers. Persons who conduct lectures and classes have established consultation hours for students (at least once a week for 1 hour) and this information is available on the website of the Department ("Consultations for students")

	Criteria for assessing the achieved learning outcomes and the form and conditions for receiving credit: 

The subject ends with a credit. The condition of receiving a credit of the subject is passing of all scheduled classes, two written tests (covering all curriculum) and attending lectures. Each test consists of four descriptive questions. Student may receive maximum 1 point for each correct answer (4 points in total) and minimum 60% of total points (2.4 points) are required to pass the test. There are no marks. 
Students can improve failed written test within 14 days’ time since the date of results obtaining. A student is entitled to only one term of improvement of the written test. Students, who pass all classes, but after taking the opportunity of improvement will have one of the two tests failed may sit for an additional written test (only one date) involving the failed material. Passing the additional test is the condition for receiving a credit of the subject. Students having both tests failed cannot sit for the additional written test.

The presence of students at all scheduled lectures and classes is obligatory.

In the case of justified absence, student has to pass a required material.
