The objective of the internship in gynaecology and obstetrics is:
· familiarizing with the organization of work in the Gynecological Emergency Room and in the Gynecological Department (Clinic),

· discussion of the principles of qualification of patients for surgery,

· familiarizing oneself with the principles of work in the surgery room and with keeping procedure documentation, taking material for histopathological and cytological examination,

· acquainting oneself with the principles of early postoperative care and maintaining observation charts,

· acquainting oneself with principles of treatment of patients hospitalized due to threatened miscarriage,

· acquainting oneself with the principles of preventing cancers of female genital organs and breast gland

· acquainting oneself with the organisation of the work of the Obstetric Emergency Room, the delivery room and the postnatal ward,

· acquainting oneself with the principles of admission of a parturient to labour, establishment of appropriate documentation,

· Observe the progress of labour and keep records of the course of labour, taking into account the most important parameters indicating the condition of the mother and the foetus,

· acquaint themselves with the operation of the equipment available in obstetric wards (clinics) (amnioscope, heart rate detector, etc.).
The aim of the paediatric internship is:
· completing the knowledge of the organisation of the Children's Ward (Clinic) and the organisational links of the Ward (Clinic) with open medicine,

· acquainting oneself with the principles of assessing the condition of the child and its psychophysical development,

· acquainting oneself with the nursing of the infant,

· acquainting oneself with principles of healthy and ill child feeding,

· improving skills of physical examination of a child,

· improving skills of proper diagnosis and differentiation of basic disease entities with particular consideration of acute cases,

· learning principles of interpretation of laboratory, radiological and pathomorphological results,

· participating in medical rounds and learning the rules of keeping medical records,

· assessing the level of hydration of the infant with determination of indications for hydration treatment (amount and composition of infusion fluid),

· acquaintance with sanitary-epidemiological regulations in the Infant and Child Ward and methods of preventing hospital infections,

· taking part in specialist consultations.
