	Course assumptions and objectives
	The aim of the course is to acquaint students with the assumptions of medical ethics. Although the principles of ethics are derived from the general concept of good and the general basis of the moral laws in force. However, the medical profession is governed by the Code of Medical Ethics. The code contains in its content ethical regulations of the principles of practicing the medical profession, while its substantial part concerns legal standards of practicing the medical profession.  The student should be able to observe and apply ethical standards in professional actions. 

The student should gain knowledge about the rules of proper informing a patient about the aim and possible complications connected with performed procedures, and obtaining the informed consent of a patient. The student should be able to keep medical records, communicate with the patient, follow ethical standards in professional actions, know how to respect patients' rights.

The student should acquire knowledge about medical records, know the term and types of medical error, be able to observe and apply ethical standards in their professional activity.  
The student should gain knowledge about the rules of proper informing a patient about the aim and possible complications connected with performed procedures, and obtaining the informed consent of a patient. He/she should also know forms of violence and be able to recognize them. 

The student should be able to keep medical records, communicate with the patient, follow ethical standards in professional actions, know how to respect patients' rights.
Student should know types of medical experiments and rules of its carrying out.
