Students should be able to: recognize the states of direct threat to life (cardiac arrest, respiratory failure, unconscious states), correctly perform cardiopulmonary resuscitation in out-of-hospital conditions, give first aid in some life-threatening states (poisoning, provide first aid in some life threatening conditions (poisoning, burns, heat stroke, frostbite, bites, electrocution, bleeding and haemorrhage), dress wounds, fractures, use in practice automatic defibrillator (AED), perform basic nursing procedures in patients, put on dressings.
