	COURSE ASSUMPTIONS AND OBJECTIVES
	The aim of education is to be able to recognize health problems and determine priorities in medical management, ability to focus on the needs of the patient, knowledge of the importance and course of correct doctor-patient relationship with particular emphasis on the process of communication, assessment of patient's communication abilities in each clinical situation. Moreover, the aim is to predict the results of one's own actions and to direct the interaction with the patient, his/her family and with the cooperating medical personnel, to be aware of the necessity of constant evaluation of the course of the doctor-patient-family relationship, to be aware of the necessity of thorough self-assessment and the necessity of continuous training.

The student should: have knowledge of the doctor-patient relationship, its structure and social context; know the interpersonal phenomena responsible for the effectiveness of the doctor's actions; know the role of the doctor in establishing and maintaining a relationship with the patient; know the basic elements of an effective doctor's attitude; know how to correctly conduct a subjective and physical examination, a thorough clinical analysis; know how to behave in difficult clinical situations; correctly keep medical records; be able and know how to use the knowledge of verbal, non-verbal communication and other spatial relations. 
The effect of education is knowledge of goals and principles governing the relationship with the patient; knowledge of basic dimensions of the doctor-patient relationship; knowledge of factors lying both on the side of the doctor and the patient, which interfere with the process of treatment; knowledge of strategies facilitating the process of communication; knowledge of the principles of informing about unfavourable prognosis, knowledge of the principles of conduct in difficult clinical situations, preparation to work in accordance with the requirements of good clinical practice; use of evidence-based medicine; critical evaluation of documentation and scientific articles; awareness of the essence and ability to keep medical records correctly.
