	Course assumptions and objectives
	The student should acquire knowledge in the field of: basic concepts of general toxicology; health hazards (acute, subacute and chronic poisoning, accumulation in the body, long-term effects - carcinogenic, mutagenic and teratogenic, diseases of civilization and occupational diseases) posed by chemical substances to which man can be exposed in everyday life and at work; the relationship between chemical pollution of the environment and food and health; symptoms of poisoning by various toxic substances, especially substances which are the most common cause of poisoning (alcohols and other organic solvents, drugs, psychoactive substances, carbon monoxide and other gases, pesticides, nitrates (III), heavy metals, plant and animal toxins, fungi); principles of diagnostic proceedings in poisoning; principles of causative proceedings in poisoning treatment (depending on the route of penetration of a toxic substance into the body) and applied antidotes (specific and non-specific).

The student should be able to: estimate toxicological risk depending on age and health status; diagnose the most common poisonings (based on clinical symptoms, detailed history and laboratory test results); select biological material for toxicological tests; correctly interpret toxicological test results; select appropriate causative proceedings in the treatment of poisoning (depending on the route of entry of toxic substances into the body), including indication of the appropriate antidotes; prevent poisoning.

	Teaching methods

	- transfer of knowledge in the form of a lecture with the use of didactic methods and techniques such as mind map (a way of depicting content dependencies) and 4mat presentation (a model of teaching through experience)

- consultations - both regular and organized in individual cases; regular consultations (once a week for 1 hour) are scheduled taking into account the teaching schedules of students and academic teachers; individual consultations are scheduled on an ongoing basis, depending on the needs of students, taking into account the teaching schedules of academic teachers. Each lecturer has fixed consultation hours for students (once a week for 1 hour each), and the information is given on the Department's website in the "Consultations for students" tab.
