	Each student should acquire knowledge about epidemiology, etiology, diagnosis, treatment and prevention of skin diseases and sexually transmitted infections. 
The student should know how to carry out dermatological and venereological examination of the patient, he should know etiopathogenesis of skin diseases and sexually transmitted diseases and their symptoms to the extent allowing differential diagnosis and principles of treatment of these diseases. He should know the basics of aesthetic and surgical dermatology and know the laboratory and clinical diagnostics of sexually transmitted diseases.

	Criteria for assessing the achieved learning outcomes and the form and conditions for receiving credit: 

	Attending all classes is mandatory to be granted credit for the course. Every absence must be excused by presenting a medical certificate or other certificate signed by the Dean. The absence must be overtaken with other student group. The oral evaluation (by the assistant) of the topics discussed during the day is another possibility to be granted credit for the day of absence; both - prior to the end of didactics.

Clinical classes are evaluated twice: at the end of a two-week training in 7th semester (written test) and at the end of a one-week training in 8th semester (oral – practical exam). 

To enter the final exam a student must be granted credit  (in Polish: “zal”) for clinical classes and must have completed practical exam.

The practical examination takes place on the last day of a one-week training in 8th semester. 
The practical exam covers three fields of skills:examination of the patient (taking history, description of skin lesions) and differential diagnosis of skin lesions, structure and physiology of the skin, symptoms of skin diseases and sexually transmitted infections. Only students who passed the practical examination will enter the final test examination.
The final theoretical examination in the dermatology and venereology is in the form of the written test and takes place in the summer examination session.  It consists of 90 questions and lasts 90 minutes. The following grades are given for examination:                   satisfactory (3,0)   
              - 60% correct answers (54-62 questions)

fairly good (3,5)    
              - 70% correct answers (63-71 questions)

good (4,0)   

- 80% correct answers (72-78 questions) 

better than good (4,5)
 - 88% correct answers (79-84 questions)

very good (5,0)

 - 94% correct answers (85-90 questions)

In the case of 50 - 53 correct answers the final grade will consist of: lecture attendance records as well as evaluation of the clinical classes and practical examination results. In the case of 47 - 49 correct answers the students have to enter the written examination (a test) in the same examination session. In the case of less than 46 correct answers student fails the examination and has to retake it. The retake exam is written (a test).
