The objective of teaching the course is to provide knowledge, skills and social competences in the care of pregnant woman, parturient and postpartum woman as well as in prevention, diagnosis and treatment of gynecological diseases and further development of knowledge in the field of physiology and pathology of pregnancy, childbirth and puerperium, and also etiopathogenesis, diagnosis and therapy of women's diseases.

	Criteria for the assessment of the achieved learning outcomes and the form and conditions of obtaining credit for the course: 
Students who, for justified reasons (medical exemption, dean's leave, documented accidents), cannot attend classes at the appointed time, may "make up" them with another exercise group, after agreeing the date with the coordinator.

A prerequisite for passing classes in obstetrics and gynaecology in years IV, V and VI is attendance and active participation in all binding forms of teaching the subject, as well as a written assessment taking place at the end of the course cycle, respectively in years IV and V (a set of binding issues is posted on the notice board), and a practical exam in year VI.  

Before taking the final examination, each student of the VI year should pass a practical examination with appointed research and didactic/didactic workers, in the teaching units conducting classes (discussion of a case - selected disease unit: taking medical history and physical examination, proposal of additional examinations, making the diagnosis, proposed treatment, prognosis, and thus the practical solution of a clinical problem).

The exam takes place in winter session (semester XI).
Rules of conducting the examination in gynaecology and obstetrics:

A.   Preliminary arrangements
1) The examination in obstetrics and gynecology in year VI is a test examination

2) A passing grade on the test examination is a prerequisite for passing the examination.

4 ) There is no exemption from the examination.
 B. Examination 
1. The examination consists of 100 questions. The test questions shall cover all disciplines of gynaecology and obstetrics according to the syllabus of gynaecology and obstetrics from years IV to VI.

2. The test should be solved independently. Contact with other persons during the test examination, as well as any use of unauthorised auxiliary materials, multimedia, mobile phones and electronic means of communication will constitute grounds for discontinuation of the test examination upon discovery of a violation of this point of the regulations and will result in the disqualification of the examinee. Disqualification is equivalent to a failing grade in the test examination (see also point 9. of the Regulations).

Sets of questions are prepared in such a way as to guarantee objectivity and a comfortable course of the examination and are arranged in such a way that persons sitting next to each other have a different order of questions or distractors.

4. The result of the test is considered positive if the candidate achieves at least 60% of the correct answers . Obtaining a lower number of points is equivalent to failing the examination, i.e. a failing grade on the first date.

The results of the test will be published on the website no later than within 3 working days from the date of the examination in compliance with the applicable data protection regulations.

The scoring and grading scale for the test examination is based on the criteria outlined below:

a. <60% - failing grade (2)

60.00– 67.99%- satisfactory grade (3)

c. 68.00-74.99%- satisfactory plus grade (3,5)

D 75.00– 81.99%- good grade (4)

e. 82.00– 89.99%- good plus grade (4,5)

f. 90.00-100%- very good grade (5).

5. Objections to test questions can only be made in writing immediately after the test on the form provided and before leaving the examination room. In the event of an objection, a question will be disregarded when determining the examination result for all candidates and the number of points available will be reduced accordingly.

6.  The student may review the results of his/her test (answer sheet) within 3 days of the announcement of the results of the test examination at the secretary's office of the Clinic organising the examination. 

7. There is no exemption from the examination. 

8. The documentation concerning the course of studies in the course of obstetrics and gynecology together with the examination papers is kept in the archives of the Department of Perinatology for 5 years after the end of the case.
