1. Medical University of Bialystok (history, structure, authorities, fields and subjects of study, vocabulary related to studying)

2. The human body 1: general anatomy: structure, organs, cavities. Cell, tissue, organ, system. Anatomical position.
3. The human body 2: systems (structure, functions, typical diseases): of integuments, skeleton, muscles, circulation, breathing, digestion, urogenital system, nerves. Sense organs.
4. Medical and paramedical professions, specializations and specialist doctors. Medical team

5. Modern hospital – types of hospitals, wards and hospital rooms.
6. Symptoms and signs of diseases.
7. Vital signs – measurement of temperature, blood pressure, heart rate and breathing; importance in diagnostics.
8. First aid rules.
9. Working with specialist text – searching for information, answering, explaining concepts, using other sources of information, etc.
YEAR II

1. Holiday internships – short reports.
2. The process of diagnosis and treatment - introduction (basic terminology: medical history, physical examination, diagnosis, prognosis, medical intervention).
3. The process of diagnosing a patient (modern approaches to medical history: “doctor-centred” vs. “patient-centred”; the principles of the so-called “good practice”.
4. Medical history – parts of the interview, types of questions asked to the patient, ways of obtaining information from the patient.
5. Physical examination – parts of the examination, language of instructions and commands, explanation of procedures - specialist language and colloquial language.
6. Additional diagnostic tests – types of additional tests and their importance in diagnostics; reading and interpreting results.
7. Informing the patient about the diagnosis and treatment options; communicating good and bad information; the language of communication with different types of patients.
8. Treatment – pharmacological and surgical treatment; rehabilitation after medical procedures.
9. Case reports – description and analysis of disease cases; rules for the presentation of disease cases; commonly used medical abbreviations; analysis and completion of the patient information sheet.
10. Language of presentations; preparation and delivery of a short presentation.

	Criteria for the assessment of learning outcomes and the form of, and requirements for, obtaining credit for the course:
Credit based on partial grades from the whole year (tests, oral answers, lectures, projects) and attendance. Written exam after year II: “multiple choice” + open questions. The final grade is a component grade (50% of the mean of the points for 4 semesters of the language course + 50% of the points for the exam).
