The student should be able to conduct a dermatological and venereological examination of the patient, know the etiopathogenesis of skin diseases and sexually transmitted diseases and their symptoms to the extent that allows differential diagnosis, as well as the principles of treatment of these diseases. Student should demonstrate knowledge of the basics of aesthetic and surgical dermatology and know the clinical and laboratory diagnosis of sexually transmitted diseases.

	Criteria for evaluating the achieved learning outcomes as well as the form and conditions for obtaining credit for the subject: 

	The condition for passing the course is attendance at all classes provided for in the study plan. Absence at the lecture should be justified by submitting a sick leave or a certificate of dean's leave. In case of an excused absence from classes (sick leave, dean's leave), the student is obliged to make up for it with another group or to obtain credits from his/her professor assistant by the end of a given semester. Classes are passed by the professor assistant leading a given group twice - after the end of the first two weeks and after the end of the last week of classes - practical exam. In the case of failing the classes, the student cannot proceed to the final credit of the course.
Practical exam takes place on the last day of the set of classes. It consists of three parts aimed at demonstrating the student's ability to examine the patient and differentiate lesions, knowledge of the structure and physiology of the skin and the symptomatology of skin diseases and sexually transmitted diseases. Students who have passed the practical exam will be admitted to the theoretical exam.
Theoretical exam in form of written test takes place in summer semester. It consists of 90 questions. Duration of the test is 90 minutes. The condition for passing the test is to answer 54 questions correctly. In case of giving correct answers to 50-53 questions, the final grade will take into account the results of the classes and practical exam as well as attendance at lectures, and for 47-49 questions - it is mandatory to pass the theoretical exam in oral form in the same session. It consists in giving correct answers to 5 questions (3 in dermatology and 2 in venereology) drawn from a specially prepared set. 
In the written test, the grading scale is as follows:
sufficient (3.0) 
- ≥ 60% correct answers (to 54 – 62 questions), 
quite good (3.5) 
- ≥ 70% correct answers (to 63 – 71 questions), 
good (4.0) 

- ≥ 80% correct answers (to 72 – 78 questions), 
more than good (4.5) 
- ≥ 88% correct answers (to 79 – 84 questions),
very good (5.0) 
- ≥ 94% correct answers (to 85 – 90 questions), 
Student takes a re-sit oral exam with the head of the Department.
