	Course assumptions and objectives
	The aim of the paediatric internship is:

· completing the knowledge of the organisation of the Children's Ward (Clinic) and the organisational links of the Ward (Clinic) with open medicine,

· acquainting oneself with the principles of assessing the condition of the child and its psychophysical development,

· acquainting oneself with the nursing of the infant,

· acquainting oneself with principles of healthy and ill child feeding,

· improving skills of physical examination of a child,

· improving skills of proper diagnosis and differentiation of basic disease entities with particular consideration of acute cases,

· learning principles of interpretation of laboratory, radiological and pathomorphological results,

· participating in medical rounds and learning the rules of keeping medical records,

· assessing the level of hydration of the infant with determination of indications for hydration treatment (amount and composition of infusion fluid),

· acquaintance with sanitary-epidemiological regulations in the Infant and Child Ward and methods of preventing hospital infections, taking part in specialist consultations.
The aim of the surgical internship is:
· familiarise oneself with the organisation of the work of the Department of Surgery (operating theatre/operating room, dressing/treatment room), including record keeping, rules of admission, referral for treatment within other Departments (hospitals), adjudication of temporary incapacity to work, discharge of other medical documentation (e.g. referral for outpatient treatment).

· learning the types of surgical instruments and apparatuses used in Surgical Departments.

· developing skills of medical examination and planning of diagnostic procedure - especially in emergencies ("acute” status). master the principles of management in fractures and burns. learning the principles of qualification for surgical treatment.

· master the principles of aseptics and antisepsis, including in particular techniques of washing oneself for surgical procedures and preparation of the operating field.

· acquire skills of applying wound dressings, performing minor surgical procedures, e.g. inserting and removing sutures, inserting a urinary catheter, learning the principles and methods of local anaesthesia.

· deepening the knowledge of management in emergency (intensive) conditions, planning appropriate diagnostics (laboratory and radiological).

· Student participation in admitting patients for treatment in the Surgical Department.

· student participation in medical rounds and briefings.

3) acute and chronic diseases of the upper and lower respiratory tract, birth defects of the respiratory system, tuberculosis, cystic fibrosis, asthma, allergic rhinitis, urticaria, anaphylactic shock, angioedema

4) anemia, hemorrhagic diathesis, bone marrow  failure, childhood neoplasms, including solid tumors typical for childhood,

5) acute and chronic abdominal pain, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, gastrointestinal bleeding, peptic ulcer disease, inflammatory bowel disease, pancreas disease, cholestasis and liver disease other acquired diseases and birth defects of the gastrointestinal tract,

6) urinary tract infections, congenital anomalies of the urinary tract, nephrotic syndrome, kidney stones, acute kidney injury acute chronic kidney disease, acute and chronic acute nephritis, systemic diseases with renal manifestations, micturition disorders, vesicoureteral reflux

7) growth disorders, thyroid and parathyroid diseases, adrenal gland disorders, diabetes, obesity, puberty and gonadal function  disorders

8) cerebral palsy, encephalitis, meningitis, epilepsy

9) the most common infectious diseases of childhood,
