	Criteria for the assessment of the achieved learning outcomes and the form and conditions for obtaining credit for the course: 

	A prerequisite for passing the final course and the examination is attendance and active participation in all exercises, seminars and lectures; in addition, in the fifth year it is necessary to pass a final colloquium conducted on the last day of classes in the form of a test consisting of 10 questions. In case of absence from exercises or seminars, it is necessary to, by arrangement with the instructor, make them up with another group. Absence from a lecture must be orally credited, from the content covered in the lecture, to the instructor during consultation hours. In case of not passing the colloquium, there is an opportunity to improve it with another group or orally with the class teacher.
Classes in the third year end with a 15-question test conducted in the last lecture; an achievement of more than 60% correct answers is required. In the event of failing to reach the threshold for a pass or an excused absence from a pass, an individual oral revision with the course tutor is possible.
Fifth-year classes conclude with an exam. The exam consists of 60 single-choice questions among five answers. To pass the examination, 60% correct answers are required, while the grade is determined on a variable basis based on the Gaussian curve of the performance of the students of the year. The opportunity to consult and view your work is available within two days of the results being announced - individually with the head of the clinic.
A single date for a resit examination in the form of an oral answer will be arranged with those who have not passed the examination
