	The student should acquire knowledge in the field of epidemiology, diagnosis, treatment and prevention of infectious and parasitic diseases, with particular emphasis on hepatotropic virus infections, HIV infections and related opportunistic infections, as well as neuroinfections, tropical diseases, zoonotic diseases, caused by the bite of venomous animals, fever of undetermined cause and on vaccines and serums. 
The student should be able to recognize diseases of infectious etiology, know their etiopathogenesis and symptoms to the extent that enables differential diagnosis, therapy and chemotherapy, as well as the implementation of prophylactic procedures, including those related to occupational exposure.
