	Assumptions and objectives of the course
	The aim of the lecture is to acquaint the student with the basic issues of broadly understood medical law, legal solutions adopted in Poland and other countries, doctrinal and case law views. During the introductory classes, basic knowledge in the field of establishing, binding, hierarchy and functioning, interpreting and applying Polish law (jurisprudence), useful in further studies, will be presented. The framework thematic scope of the course includes issues related to the study of law connected with medicine and moreover, the functioning of health service and legal responsibility in health care. For this purpose the issues of defining the most important medical terms in law become valuable, especially those whose connection with medical law remains unquestionable (autonomy, problems of error, euthanasia, patients' rights, compulsory treatment, others). The aim of the lecture is also to develop among students the criteria of searching for regulations and knowledge of particular legal acts important from the point of view of efficient and lawful practice of the medical profession. The effect of training is the basic knowledge of the most important legal and medical regulations. The long-term result of the study of medical law is an increased legal awareness of the medical profession.

Examples of specific issues are: introductory issues, such as: the essence, character and sources of medical law in Poland and legislation of other countries; patients' rights, including specific issues such as: rights to treatment, quality and accessibility issues, rights to information and consent to treatment; rights to respect for privacy (medical secret, psychiatric secret, protection of medical documentation, procedural forms of information protection - review of selected issues); the right to die in peace and dignity (euthanasia, so-called living wills). The subject of the lecture are also: the basic issues of liability for damage caused during treatment, regimes of liability for damages, the responsibility of the doctor and the health care institution in the system of universal health insurance, medical malpractice. The subject of the lectures are also the issues of: damages caused to the conceived child, claims for wrongful life, wrongful birth and wrongful conception, some issues concerning medically assisted procreation. The subject of the lecture will be the issues of: procedure and responsibility of treatment in the case of non-medical procedures (operations in the field of aesthetic surgery and cesarean section "on request") to a limited extent.
