Directive No. 18/12 



by the Rector of the Medical University in Białystok





of  13th April 2012



on the rules of legalization procedure for diplomas 

awarded by foreign schools 

Under the 01st September 2011 Regulation of the Minister of Science and Higher Education on legalization of  diplomas awarded by a foreign school (the Journal of Laws, no. 196/2011, item 1168),

it is directed as follows: 







§ 1

1. The legalization is processed by the Council of  the Faculty which is authorized to grant 

the title of  Ph.D in Medical Sciences and offers those medical courses of study which were completed by the applicant at the foreign school issuing  his/her diploma.

2. Upon legalization the Council of the Faculty compares its syllabus, teaching results and qualifications obtained by its graduate and duration of  his/her study in the field  with those shown by the foreign school.     

3. The Council of the Faculty may establish a Legalization Committee and authorize it to conduct the procedure described in subpara. 2 above and to take other actions necessary to consider  

the documents submitted.







§ 2

The applicant seeking the legalization of his/her diploma should submit to the Council of the Faculty (through the relevant  Dean’s  Office) the following documents: 

1. application form for the commencement of  legalization procedure, as shown in the attachment no.1).

2. the original of  the  diploma issued abroad – for inspection, and its copy.   

3. a copy of supplement to the diploma listing the courses taken, number of classes and lectures and marks earned. 

4. a statement that the school issuing the diploma was, on the day of issue, a school accredited 

under the terms and legal provisions  in force in the country of issue of the diploma. 
5. translation into Polish of  the documents specified in subpara. 2-4 above.

§ 3

1. If  the syllabus or duration of  the course differs the Council of the Faculty may decide that the applicant should take additional examinations. 

2. The applicant is obliged to take a multiple-choice examination to level the differences. 

3. The candidate is successful in the exam if they score 56% at the lowest.

4. The candidate may sit for the exam twice.

5. The examination fee is to be paid regardless of  the score obtained.

  § 4

1. The fees for the legalization procedure are specified in a directive issued by the Rector. 

The examination fee is set every time by the Council of the Faculty.

2. In case where the candidate is to take additional examinations, the Council of the Faculty will decide about an amount of  the examination fees.   

3. Upon the receipt of written notification the candidate shall transfer a due amount of payment  for the legalization procedure and  examination to a bank account of the Medical University in Białystok. 

  § 5

The Council of the Faculty makes a decision on whether or not to consider the diploma of 

a foreign school as equal to the diploma of the Medical University in Białystok.

§ 6

The candidate shall be notified  in writing of  the progress of the legalization procedure and 

of appeal against the decision made by the Council of the Faculty.

§ 7

This Directive shall come into force and effect on the day of its signing.
