Consumption of food and beverages during classes is tactless — please have a
meal during breaks.

Being late for a class is a sign of total disrespect for the teacher.
Seek to respect the generally accepted principles of good conduct.

Instead, please use the phrases ‘Dear Professor.. and 'Yours sincerely’ Do not forget
about proper punctuation and spelling!

The right forms addressing academic staff, although sometimes difficult, are very
important. Here are some useful tips:

- Itis best to address staff members by the exact title of a given person.
- Itis always safer to use a higher degree than that of a given employee.
- Please address Associate Deans by the title ‘Dean’ and Vice Rectors - ‘Rector’.
- The form ‘docent’is usually used in relation to habilitated doctor. However,
it is not wrong to refer to such a person as ‘Professor’.
Respect, politeness, smile and good manners are indispensable elements of all
interpersonal relations.
