Regulations of participation in the project named
„Interdisciplinary, international doctoral studies in the field of medical biology
pharmaceutical sciences at the Medical University of Bialystok”
I. GENERAL PROVISIONS
§ 1
1. These Regulations apply to the implementation of the Project named „Interdisciplinary, international doctoral studies in the field of medical biology and pharmaceutical sciences at the Medical University of Bialystok” in accordance with the co-financing agreement no. POWR.03.02.00-00-I051/16-00 dated 04.10.2017 concluded with the National Centre for Research and Development.
2. The provisions of these Regulations concern the principles of financial support for the implementation and organization of various elements of international doctoral studies in the field of medical sciences and pharmaceutical sciences at the Medical University of Bialystok, at the Faculty of Pharmacy with the Division of Laboratory Medicine.
II. DEFINITIONS
§ 2
The wordS used in these Regulations mean:
1) Project – the Project named „Interdisciplinary, international doctoral studies in the field of medical biology and pharmaceutical sciences at the Medical University of Bialystok” co-financed by the European Union under the European Social Fund, Operational Program Knowledge, Education, Development, Priority III Higher education for economy and development, Measure 3.2. Doctoral studies.
2) Dean's Office – the Office of Dean of Faculty of Pharmacy with the Division of Laboratory Medicine at the Medical University of Bialystok.
3) University/UMB – the Medical University of Białystok.
4) Faculty– the Faculty of Pharmacy with the Division of Laboratory Medicine at the Medical University of Bialystok.
5) PhD student –a participant / PhD student of international doctoral studies in the field of medical sciences and pharmaceutical sciences at the Faculty.
6) Participant – a PhD student qualified to participate in the Project.
7) Financing institution– National Centre for Research and Development
8) Project manager – Vice Dean for Science of UMB Faculty of Pharmacy with the Division of Laboratory Medicine.
III. GENERAL PRINCIPLES OF PARTICIPATION IN THE PROJECT
§ 3
1. The project is implemented in the period from 1 March 2018 until 28 February 2023. A PhD student is obliged to defend his/her doctoral thesis until December 2022.
2. The project is intended for PhD students enrolled in the academic year 2018/2019 at international doctoral studies in the field of medical biology and pharmaceutical sciences at the Faculty of Pharmacy with the Division of Laboratory Medicine at the Medical University of Bialystok and who have been qualified for the project.
3. The condition for qualifying for the project is signing the Declaration of Participation in the project, Declaration of Participant and Agreement, constituting attachments to these Regulations.
4. The number of PhD students participating in the project is 12.
5. After qualifying for the project, Participants are required to comply with the agreement, including participation in all activities resulting from the implementation of the Project, and shall otherwise have to reimburse the participation costs in the Project. The cost of support for a PhD student in the Project is estimated at 133,798.56 zł
IV. GENERAL RULES FOR PROJECT IMPLEMENTATION
§ 4
1. The project includes financing the implementation of complementary activities within the framework of international doctoral studies in the field of medical biology and pharmaceutical sciences at the Medical University of Bialystok.
2. Supplementary activities as part of doctoral studies referred to in item 1, include the following components aimed at the Participants:
1) specialized English language course (30h)
2) research grants awarded for a period of 12 or 24 months
3) 3 international summer schools:
- International Summer School in Supraśl (2019) „Soft skills vs. scientific success”
- International Summer School in Kaunas (2020) „Biotechnology in medicine and pharmacy”
- International Summer School in Białystok (2021) „Scientific discourse and modern research technologies vs. scientific success”
4) one-off scholarships promoting the best PhD students (from PLN 3,000 to 9,000)
5) support of PhD program through the participation of foreign co-promoters and foreign reviewers in the PhD program. 
V.  OBLIGATIONS OF THE PROJECT PARTICIPANT
§ 5
1. A PhD student who is a participant in the project is obliged to participate in the following activities:
- participation and completion of the specialist English language course referred to in § 4 Item 2 point 1).
- participation in three summer schools referred to in § 4 Item 2 point 3),
- applying for at least one research grant financed from the Project,
- publication of research results in renowned magazines [having IF] – at least 3 publications during the doctoral studies,
- active participation in national conferences [at least once during the doctoral studies] and international ones [at least twice during the doctoral studies],
- completion of domestic and foreign internships  [at least for 2 months],
- active cooperation with foreign co-promoter.
X. RESIGNATION FROM PARTICIPATION IN THE PROJECT
§ 6
1. Termination of the agreement referred to in § 3 Item 4 by the PhD Student is possible only in justified cases resulting from health reasons (eg. a long-term, at least several months' long illness) or important random causes, independent of the PhD student and unknown to him/her at the time of starting participation in the Project.
2. In the event of a PhD student's resignation from participation in the Project, he/she must immediately notify the Project Manager in writing. The notification should be accompanied by documents confirming the existence of circumstances referred to in Item 1. The project manager decides to accept the PhD student's resignation. If the Project Manager determines that the PhD student's resignation does not have proper justification, the PhD student will be held financially liable and will have to reimburse the project costs. The decision of the Project Manager is final and there is no appeal.
3. In the event of termination of the agreement referred to in § 3 Item 4, the PhD Student loses the right to continue using project co-financing and to continue his/her doctoral studies.
XI. FINAL PROVISIONS
§ 7
The pHd student is obliged to submit to the office the Faculty Dean all information on the change of personal and contact data and any other data that may affect his/her participation in the Project.
§ 8
The general supervision over the implementation of the Project belongs to the Project Manager.
