 REGULATIONS OF THE STUDENT DORMITORY OF THE MEDICAL UNIVERSITY OF BIALYSTOK
§ 1 GENERAL PROVISIONS
1. Each resident of the Student Dormitory shall be obliged to abide by the provisions contained in the hereby Regulations of the Student Dormitory of the Medical University of Bialystok, the Agreement concerning accommodation in the Student Dormitory of the MUB constituting Appendix no. 1.4 and all Order of the Rector of the MUB and the Chancellor of the MUB concerning Student Dormitories.
2. Residents of the Student Dormitory are represented by the Council of Residents which acts in cooperation with the Head of the Student Dormitory.
3. The Regulations of the Council of Residents containing its rights and obligations shall constitute Appendix no. 1.2.
4. Regulations of elections to the Council of Residents of the Student Dormitory No. 1 and No. 2 shall constitute Appendix no. 1.3.
§ 2  ALLOCATION OF PLACES IN THE STUDENT DORMITORY FOR A GIVEN ACADEMIC YEAR
1. Places in the Student Dormitory are allocated by the Residential Commission comprised of:
a) Council of Residents,
b) Representative of the Student Dormitory administration.
2. Members of the Residential Commission process personal data of students and doctoral students in the scope necessary in order to realize their tasks at the authorization of the Administrator.
3. Members of the Residential Commission are obliged to maintain the confidentiality of personal data to which they will obtain access during the realization of the Commission tasks.
4. A person applying for a place in the Student Dormitory shall submit an application form in accordance with the principles and terms specified in Appendix no. 1.1
5. Each resident of the Student Dormitory shall be obliged to pay a deposit at the level of the equivalent of the monthly fee for accommodation in the room during their stay in the Student Dormitory:
a) term for payment of the deposit - 3 working days from the date of allocation of the place; lack of payment of the deposit causes cancellation of the allocated place,
b) after completion of the agreement, in case of lack of arrears and other liabilities in a given academic year, the deposit is reimbursed upon the written application submitted by the resident or alternatively it is transferred to other subsequent academic year,
c) in case of resigning from the allocated place after commencement of the academic year, one must submit a written application on resigning from the place and reimbursement of the deposit no later than until 2 September; the date of submission of the application at the administration office shall be binding subject to subpoints d). The application on resigning submitted after the term results in withholding the deposit by the University. The application must be signed in an eligible manner and delivered to the administration of the Student Dormitory in person or via an email scan,
d) d) persons who were assigned place after 22 August shall be obliged to pay deposit within the term specified in subpoint a) and in case of residing from the place allocated prior to commencing the academic year, they must submit a written application on resigning from the accommodation and for the reimbursement of the paid in deposit within 10 calendar year from the date of allocation of the accommodation; the application on resigning submitted after this term results in the University withholding the deposit. The application must be signed in an eligible manner and delivered to the administration of the Student Dormitory in person or via an email scan.
6. The Applicant for the allocation of place in the Student Dormitory is obliged to familiarize with the Regulations in place in the Student Dormitory and undertakes to abide by it which he or she confirms by way of a handwritten signature on the Agreement (constituting Appendix no. 1.4).
7. Places in the Student Dormitory are allocated for an academic year (October- June).
8. The resident who obtained an allocation to the Student Dormitory shall be obliged to:
a) pay the deposit;
b) commence occupying the accommodation within the period from 1 to 7 October; if the person who obtained accommodation in the Student Dormitory wishes to start accommodation at a later term, they must notify the Student Dormitory administration, otherwise that person shall lose the place they were allocated and the deposit they paid is withheld whilst their place is granted to the subsequent person;
c) sign the agreement constituting Appendix no. 1.4
d) sign the room handover protocol constituting Appendix no. 1.4 a or 1.4b.
9. The payment for the place in the room covers the period from the 1st day of the month until the last day of the calendar month. The payment for the place in the room is not subject to division into smaller periods.
10. In case of resigning from accommodation in the Student Dormitory during an academic year, the resident is obliged to notify the Student Dormitory administration in writing no later than until the 15th day of the month in which they intend to move out - failing to comply with this obligation results in burdening the student with the amount payable for the subsequent month of accommodation in the Student Dormitory.
11. In case of checking out of the person/persons from the room, the Head of the Student Dormitory shall be entitled to accommodate an authorized person/persons there or re-accommodate the remaining inhabitants to another room.
12. In case when the resident or residents fail to grant  consent for accommodating a new resident or transferring to another room, they shall be obliged to make payment for the entire room.
13. The entitlement to accommodation shall not be granted to persons in the following cases:
a) failure to finalize settlement on account of accommodation in the Student Dormitory in the previous years,
b) flagrant breach of provisions of the Regulations of the Student Dormitory in the previous years,
c) The student who was burdened with an orderly sanctions specified in § 12 sec. 2 subpoint b, c or d,
d) The doctoral student who was burdened with an orderly sanction specified in § 12 sec. 2 subpoint b, c or d, may be banned from obtaining accommodation by the Residential Commission in case of having been charged with sanction specified in § 12  sec. 2 subpoint a.

§ 3  ALLOCATION OF PLACES IN THE STUDENT DORMITORY FOR THE HOLIDAY TIME
1. Accommodation in the Student Dormitory during the holiday time (July-September) is granted by the administration. Accommodation granted for monthly periods as part of the  allocated places.
2. The person who applies for a place in the Student Dormitory must submit an application for the allocation of accommodation in the holiday period by means of the Virtual Dean’s office).
3. Each resident of the Student Dormitory shall be obliged to pay a deposit at the level of the equivalent of the monthly fee for accommodation in the room during their stay in the Student Dormitory. The deposit must be paid within 3 days from moving in.
4. In case of submission of an application for accommodation in the student dormitory during the holiday time and failure to notify the administration via email of resigning from the stay, the payment for the stay specified by the applicant shall be automatically charged.
5. The fee for accommodation shall be paid until the 10th of the month for which the payment must be paid; after this term, the statutory interest shall be calculated. The payment for the place in the room is not subject to division into smaller periods.
6. The Applicant for the allocation of place in the Student Dormitory is obliged to familiarize with the Regulations in place in the Student Dormitory and undertakes to abide by it which he or she confirms by way of a handwritten signature on the Agreement (constituting Appendix no. 1.4).
7. In case of resigning from accommodation in the Student Dormitory during an residing in it the resident is obliged to notify the Student Dormitory administration in writing no later than until the 15th day of the month at the end of which they intend to move out - failing to comply with this obligation results in burdening the student with the amount payable for the subsequent month of accommodation in the Student Dormitory.
8. The entitlement to accommodation shall not be granted to persons in the following cases:
a) failure to finalize settlement on account of accommodation in the Student Dormitory in the previous years,
b) flagrant breach of provisions of the Regulations of the Student Dormitory in the previous years,
c) The student who was burdened with an orderly sanction specified in § 12 sec. 2 subpoint b, c or d,
d) The doctoral student who was burdened with an orderly sanction specified in § 12 sec. 2 subpoint b, c or d,
9. The Administration may refuse to allocate accommodation to a person who has been charged with sanction specified in § 12  sec. 2 subpoint a.
§ 4 RIGHTS OF STUDENT DORMITORY RESIDENTS
The Student Dormitory resident shall be entitled to:
1) avail of premises and devices designated for general use,
2) submit application and remarks to the Student Dormitory administration and to the Council of Residents,
3) appeal against decisions and orders of the Council of Residents and the management of the Student Dormitory before the Vice-Rector for Education,
4) conduct non-permanently decorations in the room he or she accommodates without leaving any traces and damages.

§ 5 OBLIGATIONS OF THE RESIDENT OF THE STUDENT DORMITORY
The Resident of the Student Dormitory is obliged to:
1) abide by the orderly regulations in place in the Student Dormitory, Health and Safety provisions, fire provisions and sanitary provisions and decisions of the Vice-Rector for Education and the Head of the Student Dormitory,
2) use the designated place in the Student Dormitory in a manner compliant with the standard norms of social co-existence,
3) settle the fees for accommodation in the Student Dormitory - the fee for accommodation shall be paid until the 10th of the month for which the payment must be paid; after this term, the statutory interest shall be calculated,
4) report all noticed technical defects, damages or missing amenities to the administration on an ongoing basis,
5) maintain order and cleanliness in the room and in the general-use premises (kitchen, sanitary station, stair etc.) and the surroundings (hall, TV room, quiet learning room),
6) segregate garbage in line with the principles acceptable in the Student Dormitory,
7) in case of a fire alarm, the resident of the Student Dormitory is obliged to abide by the notifications released by the warning sound system and instructions of fire-fighting services and Student Dormitory administration,
8) submit the check-out term 2-3 days prior to the planned date of moving out from the room,
9) hand over the room prior to checking out in the same state in which he or she obtained it ( clean fridge, walls, washed floors, cleaned shelves and thrown out rubbish, keys handed over to the concierge.
10) hand over prior to moving out items collected from the storage (bed linen, blankets, lamps, vacuum etc.),
11) hand over the room 2-3 days prior to checking out to the Student Dormitory administration personnel in order for them to check the technical state of the segment and its equipment,
12) on the check-out day, conduct the final hand over of the room and the keys to an administration employee and - outside of the administration office working hours - to the porter on duty.
§ 6 RESIDENTS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO:
1. provide non-residents of the Student Dormitory with overnight stays without the consent of the Student Dormitory administration and grant the key to third persons,
2. conduct economic activity and gambling games,
3. keep animals, combustible and corrosive materials in the room,
4. carry items that constitute property of the University outside the premises of the Student Dormitory,
5. organize parties that disturb the peace of co-residents and residents of other rooms (including also listening to loud music, especially during nighttime,
6. conduct permanent changes and damages to the room: destroying walls, window joinery and door joinery and pasting the walls, doors and furniture.
7. possess and consume narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances, alternative measures and new psychotropic substances for purposes other than medical ones.
8. possess and consume alcohol and smoke tobacco and electronic cigarettes in the Student Dormitory and in its premises,
9. use electric cookers, portable ovens, electric grill devices etc. or portable heaters and other electric heaters in the rooms,
10. leave switched on gas cookers, electrical devices in the kitchen without supervision
11. place announcements, advertisements, posters etc. outside the boards designated for this purpose
12. patch up ventilation grids and fire sensors
13. leave garbage bags, shoes etc., clothes dryers outside the places of their designation, in the corridors
14. keep bikes, scooters etc. in the room or in the corridors

§ 7 VISITING TIMES
1. Any Resident of the Student Dormitory bears full responsibility (including material responsibility) for the behaviour of their guests.
2. Visits or sleepovers of guests at the invitation of the resident may be held subject to the approval of all co-residents from their room and the segment.
3. Visits by co-residents may be held from Sunday to Thursday and they may last until 10:00 pm.
4. On Fridays and Saturdays, visits may be extended until midnight after prior agreeing the visit with the Head of the Student Dormitory (these may be performed at latest on Friday at 3:00 pm).
5. The guest is obliged to show an ID document with a photograph at the concierge as well as inform the portier who he or she intends to visit (first name and surname and room number) in order to enter the data into the register of guests. Guests who are under the influence of alcohol or narcotic drugs, psychotropic agents, alternative agents or new psychotropic substances applied for purposes other than medical ones shall not be allowed to enter the Student Dormitory.
6. Administration representative and porter are entitled to inspect the identity of persons remaining in the premises of the Student Dormitory at any time.

§ 8 ORDERLY PROVISIONS

1. The nighttime is in place between 10:00 pm and 6:00 am. During this time, solely the residents of the Student Dormitory may remain in its premises as well as guests approved in writing by the head of the Student Dormitory for overnight stay or guests who prolonged their visit as per § 6 par. 4.
2. Residents of the Student Dormitory may change the allocated place or room during the year subject to the consent of the management of the Student Dormitory.
3. Head of the Student Dormitory may re-accommodate residents during an academic year to a different room if there is a need to fully use the accommodation base or upon the motion submitted by the Council of Residents.
4. The Head of Student Dormitory administration is entitled to inspect the state of the room in the course of the academic year after prior notifying the residence of this intention (announcement on the board of announcements or announcement on the website of the Student Dormitory).
5. In the absence of residents, the administration of the Student Dormitory may enter the room in cases justified by the fear for safety in the Student Dormitory and in other cases related to suspicion of breaching the health and safety provisions, fire regulations and the provisions of the hereby regulations related to the use  of rooms, in particular: in case of the residents leaving switched on electricity receivers, noting open windows in the room, failures of installation systems in the Student Dormitory or the need to conduct the necessary or urgent actions targeted at correct functioning of the building such as failures, inventorying, technical overhauls, disinfections, submission by the Student of a defect etc.
6. The consent for entry into the student's room is granted by the Head of the Student Dormitory.
7. The entry is conducted by the commission appointed by the Head of the Student Dormitory.

§ 9 MATERIAL LIABILITY 

1. The deposit constitutes a collateral of liabilities towards the University on account of losses it may incur in relation to damages in the property of the Student Dormitory and on account of arrears in payments for accommodation in the Student Dormitory along with the calculated interest for delays as well as on account of contractual penalties contained in the Agreement on renting accommodation in the Student Dormitory and those stemming from the provisions in § 2 sec. 5 subpoints c and d, § 2 sec. 8 subpoint b.
2. In case of partial or full use of the deposit towards liabilities in a given academic year or changing the room and an increased amount of liabilities and settlements of amounts of the fees - the resident of the Student Dormitory shall re-submit or supplement the deposit in the amount equivalent to the monthly fee for the occupied place in the room.
3. Each resident of the Student Dormitory shall bear material liability for the damages caused by them in the property of the Student Dormitory.
4. In case of damaging the accessories, the room or the premises of general use caused by residents or in case of occurrence of lacks equipment, the residents shall be obliged to pay the equivalent of the caused damage or its reinstating into the initial state.
5. The value of the caused damage shall each time be established by the commission appointed by the Head of the Student Dormitory. The commission shall consist of at least one representative of the Council of Residents.
6. In case of lack of possibility to establish the damage perpetrator, the residents of the room or floor shall be jointly and severally responsible for the damages and losses which shall be covered out of the deposit.
7. Damages noted in the room at the time of changing the composition of the room residents in case it is not possible to establish the perpetrator, shall be the joint and several responsibility of the so far residents of that room.
8. The University bears no material liability for the private property entered into the Student Dormitory by its residents; also in case of theft - the incurred losses shall not be reimbursed for by it.

§ 10 LOSS OF ACCOMODATION AND CHECK-OUT

1. The resident whose agreement has expired loses their entitlement to accommodation and must abandon the occupied room and check-out from the Student Dormitory on the last day of the binding agreement.
2. The resident may lose the allocated accommodation in case he or she:
a) is in arrears with payment for at least one month,
b) breaches the provisions in place in the Student Dormitory,
c) fails to make the deposit payment for accommodation as per  the Regulations,
d) fails to adhere for the obligations stemming from the announcement of the fire alarm,
e) is removed from the list of students.
3. The resident who has lost their entitlement to accommodation - sec. 2 - is obliged to abandon the occupied room and check out from the Student Dormitory within 7 days from obtaining the decision concerning the loss of accommodation.
4. The resident of the Student Dormitory, prior to checking out, is obliged to adhere to  § 4 point 7-10 of the hereby Regulations and settle all payable and overdue payments.
5. Leaving items in the room shall involve calculation of a fee for occupying the place/room and granting consent for their handover to the social aid institutions or their authorized removal.
6. In case of failure to check out from the room by the Resident in the designated timeframe, the Head of the Student Dormitory shall carry out the commission checking out and burden the Resident with a fee for the subsequent month and for the checking out costs.
7. Failure to settle the financial liabilities involves initiation of the debt-recovery proceeding.

§ 11 GUEST ROOMS

1. Administration of the Student Dormitory shall be entitled to dispose of and allocate guest rooms.
2. During summer holidays free student rooms may perform the function of guest rooms.
3. The price for accommodation in guest rooms is established in agreement with the Chancellor of the Medical University of Bialystok.
4. Settling payments and the regulations of guest rooms are regulated by separate legal acts.

§ 12 DISCIPLINARY PROVISIONS

1. In the event of breaching the provisions of the hereby Regulations by the resident of the Student Dormitory or their guests, the Head of the Student Dormitory, the porter or the representative of the Council of Residents is obliged to undertake an intervention and elaborate official notes from the event and subsequently submit them before the Head of the Student Dormitory.
2. The Head of the Student Dormitory is entitled to apply orderly sanctions:
a) oral or written warning for the resident,
b) written notification of the Vice-Rector for Education on the reprehensible behaviour of the resident of the Student Dormitory,
c) removal of the resident from the Student Dormitory with notification submitted to the Vice-Rector for Education,
d) application to the Vice-Rector for Education for referring the matter to the Disciplinary Commission for Students/Doctoral Students.

§ 13 FINAL PROVISIONS

1. The hereby Regulations are further applicable towards entities conducting activity which are situated in the premises of the Student Dormitory.
2. With regards to entities conducting economic activity specified in sec. 1 who breach the provisions of the hereby Regulations, the Head of the Student Dormitory shall be entitled to apply the following orderly sanctions:
a) oral or written warning,
b) application to the Chancellor for drawing consequences anticipated in individual agreements (concerning lessees),
c) application to the Vice-Rector  for Education for drawing consequences with respect to student organizations and scientific-didactic units,
d) application to the Chancellor in case of breaching the provisions of using guest rooms.
